As members of the West Accommodation Review Committee (ARC), we are interested in your input.  We are hoping that the Dundas community will speak up and help define what a secondary school in Dundas must contain. The committee will be discussing a motion regarding its recommendation for a school in Dundas at an upcoming meeting. 
The West ARC has been tasked with reviewing secondary schools in Ancaster, Dundas and West Hamilton, specifically Parkside, Highland, Ancaster and Westdale. Discussions, which began in January 2011, have focused on a single school in Dundas rather than the two schools currently operating below capacity.  As the time nears to clarify the recommendation for a single school, we have tabled a motion to list the requirements to be contained in a single school, regardless of the location. This is where we hope to hear input from the Dundas community. Each member of the committee will have their own opinion about what should be included a school, but this school should be designed to suit to needs of the Dundas community.  Certain things may be funded by the Ministry of Education and other things, such as an auditorium, may not be.  In defining the inclusions in a single school it will be important to consider funding sources and whether there are any community partners interested in supporting additional inclusions.
